In the interest of keeping our school safe and secure, Westlake Middle School has 
joined 20 other schools in Adams 12 in purchasing the Raptor Technologies V -Soft 
visitor tracking system. This equipment scans a visitor's driver's license/
identification card and compares it to a law enforcement data base that consists of 
registered sex offenders from 48 states including Colorado. Should a visitor be 
identified from the data base, school personnel and security will be immediately 
notified.  When entering Westlake Middle school, all visitors will be asked to pre-
sent a state issued ID which will be scanned into the Raptor system. The ID is 
scanned for visitor's name, date of birth, and photo comparison with the law en-
forcement data base.  Additional visitor data will not be gathered and no data will be 
shared with any outside company or organization.  The school will then print a 
name/visitor badge to be worn while visiting in the school. Use of Raptor will begin
